In 2010 Jake headed back to the west, where he accepted a job at KING 5 Television in Seattle, Wa. That’s where he is working today.

In 2009 Jake won a Emmy for his Breaking News coverage. He has also been awarded several times by the Associated Press and the Society of Professional Journalists. In 2010, Jake was named ‘Ohio Reporter of the Year’ by the Associated Press.
